Qualifying work must meet ONE of the following criteria:
•	 Published or designed by an Arizona Publisher or ABPA member
•	 Written by an Arizona author
•	 Designed by an Arizona designer (design categories only)
•	 Set in Arizona

Books must have been published between January 1, 2007 and December 31, 2007. 
Entries must be received by February 29th, 2008. There will be no exceptions.

Submit two (2) copies of each book for each category entered. Books will not be returned. Please attach the completed entry 
form to the inside front cover of each book. Also include a CD containing a high resolution JPEG of the cover the book 
(at least 300 dpi, and 2 inches tall).  You can also e-mail files to AZBookAwards@gmail.com. Send a check made payable to 
Arizona Book Publishing Association for the total amount of entry fees.
